IN EXERCISE of the powers conferred on the Council by section 14(1), (2), and (5) of the East African Community 
Standardization, Quality Assurance, Metrology and Testing Act, 2006, the titles and scopes of the list of standards 
below is declared, amended and withdrawn.

1.2	 This standard does not apply to supplementary foods intended for the management of Moderate 
Acute Malnutrition (MAM) in persons from the age of 6 months up to 59 months, processed 
cereal based foods, fortified processed cereal-based foods, fortified milled maize (corn) products, 
vitamin, mineral food supplements and Ready-to-Use Therapeutic Food (RUTF) products.

1.3	 Products covered under this standard are used under the guidance of a health professional.

1.1	 This East African Standard specifies requirements, sampling and test methods for ready-to-eat 
porridge intended for human consumption. It also includes ready-to-drink porridge and instant 
flours for porridges.

1.2	 This standard applies to both fermented and nonfermented ready-to-eat porridge.
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1.3	 This standard does not apply to composite flours and complementary feeding meant for ages 6 
months to 36 months.

This East African Standard specifies requirements, sampling and test methods for fortified milled 
maize (corn) products prepared from the grains of common maize (Zea mays L.) intended for human 
consumption.
